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COURSE DESCRIPTION: 

Algebra 2 reviews the basic concepts and applications of Algebra 1.  In Algebra 2 students relate and apply algebraic concepts to geometry, statistics, data analysis, probability, and discrete math.  Students will also be introduced to more advanced topics such as functions, linear equations, and quadratic equations to prepare them for the more advanced courses in a math analysis, trigonometry, and calculus.

Homework is an independent learning activity used by the teacher to gauge student strengths and weaknesses. All work must be done in pencil and graded in pen. The student will have the same number of days to make up the assignment as he/she missed. 

TESTS AND QUIZZES:
If a student is absent on the day of a test/quiz, he/she must arrange a time to make up the assessment. All assessments must be completed within one week of the absence. Failure to arrange a meeting, or missing an arranged meeting, will result in a zero for the score. 

CLASS PROCEDURES:
Bell-work: Bell-work will be done nearly every class period. You need to keep the same sheet of paper to do all of the bell-work for that week. Clearly label your work for each day of the week and draw a line between days. All bell-work will be collected on Fridays. 

Leaving the Classroom: You must bring all of your supplies, including homework, to class with you, as you will not be able to leave the room after the bell has rang. Use the restroom between classes, but make sure to arrive back before the bell rings or you will be considered tardy. 

Extra Handouts: Additional handouts are available in the colored folders by the door. Check the appropriate file if you were absent or have simply lost your copy. 

Late Work: Late work may be turned in for 75% credit anytime before the chapter test. Place your assignment in the appropriate file in the tray on my desk. Make sure you have written your name and assignment on the paper to receive credit!
Absences: If you were absent, check with a classmate or myself to see what was missed, DO NOT EXPECT ME TO FIND & NOTIFY YOU. You are expected to obtain notes from a classmate.
